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This report on the work of the media is related to months October and November of this year.  It is noticeable that after the first 15 days in October (the end of the election campaign) and  after a striking political passion of the media during those days, the rest of the period was marked with a bit more professional work of the media and with higher respect of standards.  Even though the media reporting during the election campaign is always a test of professionalism, political balance and respect of journalist codes, it would not be possible to say that the media passed the test this time. Open positioning and support of “theirs”, as well as, open negative reporting on “those” was a basic feature of reporting during the election campaign. 
In the previous period, the Media Council dealt with the first part of the campaign, so for the first part of October and the end of the media campaign we can say that the media were significantly biased and non objective and that insulting speech marked this election campaign in the media. 
How far they went with it, the best said the information that even the famous artist Marina Abramovic was not spared from media hatred and lynch, only because she happened to be in Montenegro  to receive her award “13 July”, which was not given her earlier due to her other international duties. How passions in the media community were boiling also shows the disrespect of election silence, which is obligatory for the media, according to the law. 
The  Media Council points out that a strong political polarity, especially in the printed media, was significant  during the election campaign and the media was exclusively positioned in favor of either opposition or ruling structures. 

In the previous period the Media Council for Self Regulation received fewer complaints than usually. 

Complaints

1. The Media Council for Self Regulation received a complaint from the Cabinet of the President of the Supreme Court of Montenegro in relation to non-publishing a denial to the text published in the daily Dan on 20 October 2012, titled “When the State pays, the luxury is not missing”. 
It was claimed in the text that the president of the Supreme Court, Vesna Medenica, “bought a car in Roksped last year from money from the Norwegian donation of 35.2 thousands euro.  She paid for the car 26,45 thousands euro and she bought it with the system “new for old””. 
The reaction to the text published in the daily Dan was delivered via e mail and through a courier. However, the correction was published only after the president of the Supreme Court sent a complaint to the Media Council for Self Regulation and the chief editor of Dan. But, the reaction was published incompletely, only partially and not in a way how the Code and the Law on Media envisaged. One of the basic rules of the Journalist Code is defined by the instruction for the directive for the principle 4, which defines corrections and denials. The instruction prescribes that “the media that published an incorrect report and thus endangered a reputation of a person or an institution, shall, in the shortest period, publish the correction, reaction or apology, and the report shall refer to the previous incorrect report.”. 

The Media Council for Self Regulation reminds on the Law on Media, which in Article 28 says: 

A correction or reaction shall be published without changes and amendments, on the same page of publishing.   

3. The Media Council for Self Regulation received a complaint from Democratic Party of Socialists regarding a series of texts and television reports published and broadcasted during the pre-election campaign in dailies “Vijesti” and “Dan”, weekly magazine “Monitor” and television “Vijesti”. As it was noted in the letter of complaint, they complained “because of violation of the Journalist Code  of Montenegro, because of  the ownership concentration in the media for political purposes, due to spreading hate speech, disproportionate participation of the Coalition European Montenegro in the afore mentioned media, non objective informing and violation of the law institute of the pre-election silence. ” 
The Media Council for Self Regulation reviewed the complaint and remarked that when it is about the illicit ownership concentration and publishing the same text in several different media, of which an author of the text is the owner, the scope of work of the Media Council for Self Regulation does not encompass limitation of an ownership monopoly in media.
Also, we remind that the Media Council for Self Regulation, so far, never followed the work of the weekly magazine “Monitor” due to the insignificant circulation of this newspaper. As far as concerned the concrete complaint that the weekly magazine “Monitor” on the 12th of October used its front page, as well as, a series of texts in the very magazine, for political purposes, characterizing the Coalition “European Montenegro – Milo Đukanović” as “mafia” (the title exactly was: “Vote for Mafia, circle 11”),  the Media Council for Self Regulation reports that the mentioned text was really an unprofessional photomontage that breaches the ethic standards and it is indeed an expression of an extreme political coloring and it belongs more to the sphere of political propaganda, than to the journalist profession. Insulting and hate speech, as well as, unhidden political partiality are the basic characteristics of this text and the front pages are against standards prescribed by Montenegrin Journalist Code of Ethics. 
Additionally, some of the mentioned examples that the Media Council for Self Regulation received from DPS were encompassed by the previous report for the period August – September. 

Concretely, the Media Council for Self Regulation reminds that the text written by Miodrag Perović “Percent and a Half of Fear” – which was referred to in the letter of complaint because of hate speech – was a subject to the previous report that encompassed the period August – September. 

The Media Council for Self Regulation reminds DPS also that the text published in Dan on 19 September, with the headline “MANS Discovered Serious Abuse in Electoral Roll in the Eve of Elections on 14 October”, and title “290 Voters Vote in Two Polling Places”, where a list of people with their names, addresses and unique citizen numbers was published against the law and the Code, was also a subject of the previous report of the Media Council for Self Regulation.  A subject of the same report was also a text from the front page of Dan, published on 29 September “Milo Was Babbling for Four Hours”, which DPS referred to. 

In the complaint of DPS it was noted that the television “Vijesti” in its report broadcasted during its main informative show “Vijesti u Pola 7” on Saturday, 13 October 2012 enabled political promotion of a candidate of Democratic Front for a Member of Parliament, Nebojša Medojević during the time of pre-election silence, and dailies “Dan” and “Vijesti” enabled in their texts from 13 and 14 October political  promotion of Janko Vučinić and Milan Knežević, also during the period of a ban on political propaganda. On the very elections day the same dailies breached the election silence severely with titles and texts: “They Got Fired because They Refused to Wear Party’s T-Shirt” and “They Got Fired because They Did Not Want to Wear at Work T-Shirts with Number 11 Circled”.
The Media Council for Self Regulation reviewed the mentioned show and dailies’ texts and concluded that political propaganda is forbidden in the media, in public gatherings, in accordance with the Law on Election of Chancellors and Members of Parliament. Publishing research of public opinion or assessment of elections results in the period of the election silence is also forbidden in accordance with the Law. 
The above mentioned texts breached the election silence, as defined by the Law on Election of Chancellors and Members of Parliament. 

4. The Media Council for Self Regulation received via electronic mail a letter from Dr Mira Samardžić, a doctor in the Institute for Child Diseases of the Clinical Centre in Podgorica. 

Her complaint referred to the show “Robin Hood” RTCG, by author Darko Ivanović, specifically to the shows broadcasted on 13 and 16 November, which were repeated in the following days.  
Dr Samardžić was mentioned in the shows within a context of reports concerning one delicate theme – rights of patients, and in this case, child patient, to adequate, timely and professional health protection. 

In these reports of the two mentioned shows, dr Samardžić and department with which she works were mentioned in a negative context. A father of a child said a series of grave accusations about the work of the Institute of Child Diseases of the Clinical Centre and two doctors, out of which one is Dr Samardžić.
The letter sent by Dr Samardžić actually represents a denial which was addressed to the author of the show, Darko Ivanović. 
The Media Council for Self Regulation in this case can conclude that the mentioned denial was read in whole by the author Ivanović in the show broadcasted on 30 November. 

However, without going into details who is right and who is not right in this case, which is not a task of this body, the Media Council for Self Regulation reminds that viewers learnt about this problem through the report of an associate journalist. The report started with a statement “A fact that you are a citizen of Montenegro and you are 8 years old, and your life is endangered, does not mean that you have a guaranteed health protection in a state where your father is a tax payer.”
The Media Council for Self Regulation believes that a statement like this one is suggestive, that is, unprofessional and that before hearing another party, this implies a potential offender, since it was placed in a context of a family blaming already mentioned doctors. 

In the instructions for implementation of the principle 1 of Code of Ethics which tells about respecting truth and persistent search for it was stated: 

“Journalists shall maintain the highest professional and ethical standards. They shall take all reasonable steps to ensure that they disseminate only accurate information, and that their comments on events are genuine and honest. They shall not publish information that they know to be false or maliciously make unfounded allegations about others that are intended to harm their reputations. It is journalist's right to refuse an assignment being opposite to the ethic code.”
Additionally,

(a) Before publishing reports, a journalist must be sure that all adequate measures were undertaken in order to check reports accuracy.  Journalists must tend to provide complete reports on events and they may not hide or suppress essential information. 
(b) The right of the public to be informed does not justify sensational reporting. Therefore, journalists shall not distort information by exaggeration, by placing improper emphasis on one aspect of a story or by giving only one side of the story. They shall avoid using misleading headlines or advertising slogans. The facts shall not be distorted by being reported out of the context in which they occurred. "
EXAMPLES OF VIOLATION OF CODE OF ETHICS DURING MONITORING 

Daily DAN 12 October

The daily published a text with the headline “Fugitives Safet Kalić, Stanko Subotić, Darko Šarić and Naser Keljemendi are Đukanović’s Hope who are on the Arrest Warrant” and with the title “My Friends are Scattered Pearls across the World”. 

The text from the first and sixteenth pages was followed by a caricature of Đukanović who hugged the mentioned people. 

This caricature clearly suggest a reader that the current Prime Minister, then in capacity of the president of DPS, is the most directly linked with the people indicted for grave crimes and marked as bosses of narco-mafia, and this claiming does not have proved grounds. 
The Media Council for Self Regulation reminds on the Rule 3 of the Code of Ethics which says: 

Facts are inviolable for a journalist, and his or her duty is to put them in the right context and prevent their misuse, whether it is about a text, photo or tone. Rumors or assumptions must be clearly marked as such.  It is a duty to clearly separate news from comments. 

Daily Vijesti 14 October

Daily Vijesti violated the election silence by texts published on the front and a page number 12 “Đukanović Approved Apartment for Vukčević” and “Strategic Partner in Net of Influential People”. These articles were published on the very elections day and they were intended to try to discredit a leader of the list of European Montenegro Milo Đukanović. 

Daily DAN 29, October

On the front page of the daily, an announcement for the text on the page 12 with headline “Three Members of Adorvić Family Were Ordered One-Month Detention because of Suspicion that They Killed Miraš Selimović” and title “Neighbors beat him to death”.  The announcement was published with a photo of a family of murdered Selimović and there were four minors. The photo was repeated on the page 12.  
The Media Council for Self Regulation deems that the article of the Code of Ethics regulating the right of the child was breached. 
Earlier Dan was also a subject of reporting of this Council due to disrespect of the right of the child. 

The Media Council for Self Regulation warned the editorial that the opinion of the UN Committee about disrespect of the right of the child in Montenegro was also published on the page 13, in the same edition. The opinion remarked that the established Council for the Right of the Child of the Government of Montenegro does not perform its tasks for which it was established – and that refers to performing obligations prescribed by the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child.
The Media Council for Self Regulation once more strongly condemns abuse of children and media disrespect of their rights. 

The Media Council for Self Regulation reminds that the Article 9 of the Code of Ethics, which defines interests of children, and which says: “a journalist is obliged to protect the integrity of minors, of different and disabled persons,” and in directives for this principle it is stated: 
“Media are obliged to act in compliance with the principles of the UN Convention of the Rights of the Child and to search information which goes deeply into interests of children with a special attention.”

“Media may not publish an identity of minors who are involved in criminal offences, regardless whether they are victims or the accused.” The Law on Media, Article 22. 

Since other members of the mentioned family were in the photo, the Media Council for Self Regulation reminds that the Code of Ethics says: 

Media should, generally speaking, avoid publishing identities of relatives or friends of the accused or convicted for a crime. They can act differently when a complete, fair and accurate reporting on a crime or legal procedure is necessary.  
Daily DAN, 16 October

A text with the headline “Democratic Front filed the criminal charge because of the exit poll”, and the title “Bešić will make research in Spuž” was published on the 2nd page of the daily. 

It is about the officials of Democratic Front, Nebojša Medojević and Milan Knežević, who were supposed to file a criminal charge against the general director of RTCG, Rade Vojvodić, the dean of the Faculty of Political Science in Podgorica, Sonja Tomović Šundić and the professor at that Faculty, Miloš Bešić,  before the Special Prosecutor for Fighting against Organized Crime “because of violation of the Constitution, laws and rules of election procedure by organizing the exit polls during which they asked citizens to tell whom they vote for”.
The Media Council for Self Regulation deems that this title gravely violates the presumption of innocence. 

The Code of Ethics says that an indictee may not be presented guilty within the framework of court assessment until a judgment is made.  

It is stated in the general standard which is a directive for the Principle 10 that When reports on investigative and court procedures, a journalist must respect the presumption that everybody is innocent until proven guilty, and he or she may not prejudge an outcome of a court procedure by any mean.
Daily DAN, 24 October

The daily published on the front page an announcement for a text on the page 9 “While Milo has Power Murderers are Safe”, claiming which was stated by Puniša Vojičić, since even after seven years no one was held responsible for a murder his nephew Srđan Vojičić that was committed on 24 October in 2006. 
A significant grave claiming against than president of Democratic Party of Socialist was stated in the title and in the text; that he protects murderers. This also breached the right of the presumption of innocence. 

The Media Council for Self Regulation reminds on the Rule 3 of the Code of Ethics: 
Facts are inviolable for a journalist, and his or her duty is to put them in the right context and prevent their misuse, whether it is about a text, photo or tone. Rumors or assumptions must be clearly marked as such.  It is a duty to clearly separate news from comments. 

The Media Council for Self Regulation also refers to one more directive for the above mentioned first Principle, which says: 

The right of the public to be informed does not justify sensational reporting. Therefore, journalists shall not distort information by exaggeration, by placing improper emphasis on one aspect of a story or by giving only one side of the story. They shall avoid using misleading headlines or advertising slogans. The facts shall not be distorted by being reported out of the context in which they occurred. "
Daily DAN, 9 November
The daily published almost on a half of the front page a photo of a corpse of the murdered lawyer, Zoran Pajović, with the text: “Lawyer Was Murdered After Trial”. The photo was repeated with the text on the pages 11 and 12. 

The corpse of the murdered was partially uncovered, what makes the feeling of the very event even worse. 

The Media Council for Self Regulation deems that it is about inappropriate sensationalism and that attention wasn’t paid to effects and feelings, which this photo may cause to relatives or friends of the murdered, and that the basic respect towards the victim of the mentioned crime was not shown. 
“A report is inadequately sensational if a person in question is treated as an object. This especially refers to cases when reports are in relation to dying people, people who mentally or physically suffer and when reports are beyond an interest of the public and beyond audience’s need for information.”

Daily DAN, 12 November

On the front page and the page number 10 the daily published the text “She Gave Four Children for Money”, and the full name and surname of a woman from Podgorica was published in the headline. Allegedly, she was arrested for the alleged criminal act in Turkey. 

The daily did not state its sources for this information, but it quoted unnamed Turkish sources – “Turkish media” and what was written as analysis of cause of human and child trafficking. 

In the directives for the Principle 10, which defines reporting from a courtroom and about a crime it is stated: 

Reports on investigations and court cases serve to watchfully report the public about a crime, criminal prosecution and court judgment. It is presumed that a person is innocent until proven guilty, even if he or she pleaded guilty. Even in cases when guilt is obvious for the public, an idictee may not be presented as guilty within the framework of court assessment until a judgment is made.   
Daily DAN, 22 November 
On the page 11, along with the text about a homeless person in Podgorica, who died of burns, the daily published a box titled “Butterfly Tried to Kill Himself” with a photo of a boy from Bijelo Polje who allegedly tried to commit suicide, 
The Media Council for Self Regulation strongly condemns publishing of such a text. 

In the directive for the Principle 8, which defines the right to privacy, it is stated: 

“Reporting on suicide requires from a journalist an ultimate restraint and control. In such cases, names and detailed description of circumstances in which the suicide occurred should not be published. Exemptions are justified only if it is of a significant interest of the public.”
Daily DAN, 24 November

The front page contained an announcement for the text published on the page 12 about the Fifth Congress of the Federation of Combatant and Anti-Fascists of Montenegro, which was held in Podgorica on the day before and it was titled “Zuvdija Babbled about everyone”. 

The text contains a series of insults on the account of an academic of CANU (Montenegrin Academy of Science and Arts) and DANU (Duklja’s Academy of Science and Arts) Zuvdija Hodžić, through the words of the interlocutor of the daily. Dan quoted Archpriest, Velibor Džomić, who said that “it is not the first time that Zuvdija Hodžić babbles and talks in vain”, and a writer Bećir Vuković said that Hodžić was encouraged by Ustasha leaders Gotovina and Markač. A writer Ranko Jovović, as it was quoted in the daily, called him a “fool” and “miserable Zuvdija Hodžić”, semi-literate man, complier of all and everything” , and “voice of neo-communism, or fascism.”    
The Media Council for Self Regulation deems that this is about explicit hate speech. 

WEB PORTALS 
During the period that is treated by the current report of the Media Council for Self Regulation, from 1 October to 1 December, unfortunately, unprofessional behavior and work of the monitored on-line media is noticeable again. The portal Vijesti was significantly a leader again – it published comments with insulting content and hate speech in much more greater number, and with significantly less paid attention to reduce such language, comparing to the previous periods…

Due to bad and late administration and non-censuring comments of readers, on this portaml in the monitored period there was abuse of freedom of speech again: swearing, personal insulting, inappropriate qualifications, unchecked information as well as, open hate speech… 

The Media Council for Self Regulation cannot do anything else but to recommend to more carefully administering of comments of readers in order to reduce, to as much as possible minimum, the abuse of comment from “anonymous” and “nick name”…..

In this report, with the conclusion that it is about the media of which activities are incompletely and insufficiently covered by the norms of the Code of Ethics, we will note some of the examples, as an illustration of abuse of anonymous readers, or comments.
